 The non-fused protective earth connection must be 

connected to the FG terminal (Protection class I). 

 All output wires must be rated for the power supply 

output current and must be connected with the cor-

rect polarity.

 This power supply is designed for professional in-

door systems. In operation the power supply must 

not be accessible. It may be installed and put into 

service by qualified personnel only. 

 Do not operate without PE connection! To comply 

with EMC and safety standards (CE mark, approv-

als) the power supply must be operated only if PE 

terminal is connected to the non-fused earth con-

ductor. 

 The correct mounting position for optimal cooling 

performance must be observed. Do not cover any 

ventilation holes. Leave a fee space of minimum 

50mm (2in.) above and on the sides of the power 

supply. Observe power derating. (see our TXL data-

sheet) 

 The internal fuse is not accessible, as the user may 

not replace it. If this internal fuse has blown, the 

power supply has an internal defect and, for safety 

reasons, must be shipped to the local distributor. In 

case this internal fuse has to be replaced in the 

field, replace only with same type and rating of fuse 

for continued protection against risk of fire. 

 Recycling: The unit contains elements that 

are suitable for recycling, and components 

that need special disposal. You are therefore 

requested to make sure that the power sup-

ply will be recycled environment friendly at 

the end of its service life.
